The purpose of learning Chinese language is to equip the students with knowledge, skills, and attitude that will enable him
or her to cope with the surrounding environment in their daily life. The teaching of Chinese language aims at enabling the students
to develop the four language skills (listening, speaking, reading, and writing); acquire translation and interpretation skills; and
prepares the students to effortlessly use the language to suit their communicative needs in different settings. This language promotes
collaboration in investment and business activities, thus contributing to socio-economic development. The Chinese language opens
up various opportunities, including the ability to create works for self-employment.

This syllabus is designed to guide the teaching and learning of Chinese language for Ordinary Secondary Education, Form I-1V
in the United Republic of Tanzania. The syllabus interprets the competences indicated in the 2023 Ordinary Secondary Education
Curriculum. It provides information that will enable teachers to plan their teaching process effectively. It also provides teaching and
learning opportunities that guide teachers to apply different methods and strategies to promote student’s literary skills and develop
21st century skills which include creativity, critical thinking, communication, collaboration and problem solving.

It is divided into
formative and summative assessments. Formative assessment informs both the teacher and students on the progress of teaching and
learning, and in making decisions on improving the teaching and learning process. Teachers are, therefore, expected to apply a wide
range of formative assessment methods which include but not limited to discussions, presentations, oral questions, brainstorming,
experiments, observations, practical and projects.

Summative assessment, on the other hand, will focus on determining student’s achievement of learning. Teachers are expected to
use a variety of summative assessments including mid-term tests, terminal, mock examinations and projects. The scores obtained
from these assessments will be used as Continuous Assessment (CA). Therefore, the continuous assessments shall contribute 30%
and the National Form IV Examination shall be 70% of the student’s final achievement, as indicated in Table 2.
